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This term we will continue to explore the world around us and the 

different people that live in it. We will be learning about how people 

celebrate special occasions such as Chinese New Year, Easter and 

Mother’s Day. We will be taking part in lots of cooking activities to help 

us to continue to learn about healthy eating such as making a stir-fry by 

choosing and chopping many different vegetables.  

As we move into the second part of the term we will be having some 

very special visitors in Nursery again……ducklings! The eggs will arrive at 

the end of February and the children will have the opportunity to see 

them hatch, hold them and learn how to look after them.                                                       

                

We have been using Numicon in Mathematics to help to 

introduce the mathematical concepts of number, shape, 

colour, size and pattern to the children. The children love 

using Numicon and we can already see them developing the 

skills they will need to be successful mathematicians. We also 

sing lots of number rhymes and songs and count with 

resources and fingers as we sing.  

 

We will continue to encourage the children to become more independent. This will include things such as 

putting their coat on by themselves and having a go at doing their own zip. For some children we will work on 

their confidence with communication, talking to their friends and to familiar adults.
